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of citizenship OR The visa page from the student’s passport showing a valid Rwandan resident

visa This document must be in each student's file within the first two weeks of attending class for

the 2011-2012 school year.Students not eligible to study in Rwanda KICS pose a liability to the

school and will be given a limited time to provide the necessary documentation.
